Book Ad Project (BAP) 
This year you will complete two Book Ad Projects, one first semester and one second semester. You may choose any novel, non-fiction book or any other extended work, including poetry or essay collections. The book must exceed 250 pages and you must have it approved by the teacher and return the attached permission slip signed by your parent or guardian.

ASSIGNMENT DESCRIPTION: This assignment will be completed almost entirely outside of class. You will have one or two days of preparation before your presentations, but most of the reading and preparation will take place outside of the classroom.  One of the purposes of this assignment is for you to pick a book you are interested in.
You may not choose a novel that you have already read, or one that will be assigned later in high school.
Consider reading a selection by Stephen King, R.L. Stine, John Grisham, or Michael Crichton. The most important consideration is to ensure that you choose a novel that is interesting to you. If you would prefer to choose a non-fiction selection on science, like A Brief History of Time, or a biography of a famous person, do so. There will be a list of suggested works posted on WWW.CHSRUMFELT.ORG.
	Assessment: In March, we will take a few days to present the BAP’s from that semester. THIS IS NOT A BOOK REPORT!  Your goal is to advertise why your book is better than any other book. You will need to convince your audience to buy your book for its literary merits and the greater message it conveys/ how it informs mankind. DO NOT SIMPLY SUMMARIZE THE BOOK. 
In your presentation, you will: 

1) BRIEFLY convey the main idea/ theme of the text, 
2) concisely illustrate the strengths of the selection in an engaging way, and 
3) demonstrate that you have a clear understanding of how to persuade the audience to buy your book.



By far the most important rule for presenting your book is: DO NOT BORE THE AUDIENCE. Make sure that you present the material in an interesting and creative way. There will be several suggestions posted on my website. These are only suggestions. Choose any method to engage your audience and to convince me that you have read the piece. Do not feel limited to presenting a speech in front of the class. You may videotape your presentation, make a podcast, develop a webpage that the audience explores, or use any other means you devise.
Don’t limit your imagination. Do not bore the audience.
This project will be due the week of MARCH 29.
