PART ONE: CRITICAL ANALYSIS
· How does this novel connect to the American Dream? (look at Chapter 6 and Chapter 9 in particular)

· Gatsby’s issue is that he chooses the wrong dream. Has he been corrupted by society? Or is his choice an indication that he is part of the corruption? Find examples from the text to support your answer.

· What is the significance of the last sentence in the book? Connect it to the novel as a whole. Use textual examples to support your response.

PART TWO: IMAGERY

Imagery is a key part in the development of this novel. Choose one of the following patterns of imagery throughout the book. Then, come to a conclusion about how these images affect your understanding of the novel. 

1. death and ghosts

2. cars

3. nature—flowers, birds, moonlight, the sun

4. color

5. clocks 

6. eyes

Find as many examples as you can, and then discuss and analyze the pattern of these images in the book. You should discuss the following:

· What is the effect of these images? 

· How does Fitzgerald use these images in the novel?

·  Why are they important? 

· How do they connect to the themes of the novel?
