Instructions:
1. In your small group, read one of the above poems.

2. Write a personal response to the poem after your initial reading. Do this on your own. 

3. Then, in your group, discuss and take notes on the following:

· SPEAKER (Is there a speaker identified? If so, whois speaking? How do they feel? How do you know? )
· TONE (What is the speaker’s attitude about the subject? Find lines/phrases that show tone.)

· IMAGERY (How do the images add to the poem? What inferences can we make based on these images?)

· CONTEXT (Read the background information about the author.)

· OTHER POETIC ELEMENTS (Sound elements, symbolism, diction, figurative language)

· ELEMENTS OF MODERNISM (What is the perception of the world here? Is there a sense of alienation? How is the speaker portrayed? What other characteristics of Modernism do you see here?)

· AUTHOR (Read the background information provided in your book.)

4. Finally, read the criticisms provided on your poem. What do the experts say about the poem? Take notes on what the criticisms say, and your group discussion of these criticisms.

5. HW: Write a typed, 1-2 page style analysis of the poem, incorporating the criticisms in your analysis. Cite the criticisms using parenthetical references.
