Switch research papers with a partner and then respond the following questions about his or her essay. You should turn this peer review/ rough draft in with the final draft of your research paper.
1. Does the paper have a clear thesis statement? If it is not clear, then explain how the author could improve the thesis statement. If it is clear, summarize below what the author will be discussing in his or her paper. 

2. Is the piece well organized? Does it make sense the way it flows? Discuss the structure of the piece. 

3. Discuss the author’s use of sources. Do the sources support the views presented in the paper, or merely summarize them? Do the sources work together to show the conversation surrounding the issue?
4. Below, discuss one example of how the author effectively uses evidence to prove his or her point.
5. In what ways is the author persuasive in proving his or her point? Explain.
6. Are the introduction and conclusion effective? If so, explain. If not, make suggestions for the author. 
7. Does the author use active voice? Give two examples. If passive voice is used, can the author explain why? 

8. What effective words/syntax does the author use in this piece? Discuss.
9. Which words caught your attention? Why?

10. Give two examples where the author effectively synthesizes sources to make a point.
11. Are the parenthetical references done correctly, according to MLA format? If not, point out the places where the writer could fix the parenthetical references.
12. Are the quotations integrated smoothly into the paper? If so, give one example of those quotations. If not, give suggestions below. 

13. List any grammatical/spelling errors below.

14.  Below, list any suggestions/praises for the research paper.
