Extra Credit Project
A travel log is a bit like a personal journal and a vacation brochure combined. In travel logs, people write, draw, and photograph experiences they have had while traveling to distant places. You will be writing a travel log from the perspective of Odysseus. You will write as if you were Odysseus (FIRST PERSON POINT OF VIEW). Your travel log should have all of the following parts:

· Description of the places Odysseus travels – use your book and your reading logs to remember where he went. 
· Description of what he does in these places and his response to those places
· Creative illustration of the places he travels (if you aren’t an artist, you can create a collage or use pictures to represent the places.
You will not be graded on your artwork, but on your effort and creativity.

CRITERIA for PROJECT
· ACCURACY of events/circumstances in relation to the Odyssey
· ENTRIES should be at least half a page, hand written, single-spaced. You should have a date/day for each entry.  (Be creative, but historically accurate) Each entry should have an illustration or some depiction of his adventure.
· PRESENTATION in journal/ booklet form with a cover (Odysseus’ name and
some sort of picture or symbol that sums up his adventures)
· CREATIVITY/EFFORT/NEATNESS

1. The Lotus Eaters

2. Cyclops

3. The Sirens

4. Scylla and Charybdis
